February 7, there will be special offering for earthquake relief in Haiti and
Malawi our sister synod. The youth will also be collecting canned goods for
Souper Bowl Sunday. The Joy Women are collecting items for Midwife and
Hospice kits. All of these efforts provide opportunities for us to care for our
brothers and sisters in need. As of January 23, members of the ELCA have
already collected more than $1.6 million. Two water purification systems
were in place to bring clean water to 25,000 people. Food, medical supplies,
blankets and tents were helping over 10,000 people. | invite you to be part of
the blessings of many people working together, here at Joy and throughout the
ELCA.

Mark Your Calendars: World Day of Prayers is Friday, March 5, 2010

Our JW/ELCA unit will be the hosts of the 2010 Ecumenical World Day of Prayer which will be held at our church on
March 5th from 11:00 A.M. - 1:00 P.M. This year's World Day of Prayer service has been written by the women in
Cameroon, Africa. We will journey to Cameroon and enter a world vibrant with song and praise. From Cameroon's
southern coastal plans to its thick tropical forests to its mountainous Adamawa massifs, we will pick up our instruments
and make music. Together we will dance in the procession while singing praises to God. Together we will fulfill the
call of Psalm 150: Let Everything That has Breath Praise God.

Since the first World Day of Prayer service in 1920, diverse communities of women of faith have been coming together
to pray for peace and justice around the world. It was the very notion that communities of women could come together
across denominational lines to pray together that sparked this movement, which continues today. Over the last 90 years,
World Day of Prayer has expanded to more than 180 countries and regions. In 2009 more than 1,700 services with more
than 68,000 participants took place throughout the United States alone. Celebrating World Day of Prayer is a great way
to get together with other churches and celebrate ecumenical partnership in our community. More than $98,000 in
domestic and international grants were joyously given from the 2009 offerings. The 2010 offering grants will focus on
concerns expressed by the women of Cameroon, including education, equality, and human trafficking.

We are looking for volunteers to help plan the World Day of Prayer Service and to serve the lunch which will follow.

Let’s Have a Crafty Afternoon!!
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The Church Council met on Tuesday, January 19th. Following are highlights from that meeting:
Bill Fetzner gave an update for the Joy Lutheran Church website regarding his recent efforts.

Pastor's Report: Council members and their committee members were encouraged to attend the Synod-sponsored event, "Walking
Together: A Congregational Resource Event" at Chippewa Falls Middle School on Saturday, March 20 from 8:30 a.m. - 3:15 p.m..
This will be an event for sharing best practices and resources among pastors, church council members, Sunday School teachers, mu-
sicians, staff, volunteers, and church leaders. Thanks went to everyone for working so hard on the 2010 budget. The January 31st
cross-generational event at church was announced and Council members were invited to attend and bring their families. Pastor Amy
met with a group of families to explore ideas to help bring families and the whole congregation together. Some of the ideas that this
committee is working on include a congregational camping day, working on the play equipment at church, organizing play groups at
church and summer at play grounds, and ways to involve more people in the regular ministry of the church. It was also mentioned
that the youth are working to fill and update the space of Christy's old office for use as a high school gathering place.

Council Affairs: Approved request by Sue Hood to use the church on February 13th from 1-4 P.M. for a Stampin' Up event and gave
conditional approval for use of the building for a 3 year old preschool, 2 mornings a week, starting this summer with a 6-8 week ses-
sion.

Treasurer's Report: The 2010 budget was discussed. It will be presented at the Congregational Meeting on February 7th. Prelimi-
nary presentations will be made during church on January 24th and 31st with forums offered between services on those dates to fur-
ther discuss the budget and answer questions church members may have.

Outreach Committee: A "Welcome Ambassador" to recognize first-time visitors and make a point to welcome them was discussed.
A brief training will be offered for those people identified as possible ambassadors. The committee discussed ways to get the first
and second service people to co-mingle between services. The next new member class is scheduled for February 14 with New Mem-
ber Sunday scheduled for February 21.

Stewardship Committee: The Committee is making plans for stewardship efforts this spring.

Property and Grounds Committee: Xcel Energy is doing an Energy Audit to identify energy use in our church building. Training on
our sprinkler system has been held with a DVD available to train others who are interested. Other needs discussed by this committee
included getting someone to coordinate and manage our church kitchen, and getting someone to be a building manager for our
church. Topics of access to the building by outside users, and a review of our building use policy and associated fees was also dis-
cussed. A request by the youth to paint a mural on a wall in the basement was approved as long as the design was approved by the
Council prior to the painting.

Worship and Music Committee: The 2010 Music and Worship budget was discussed. A thank you note and $25 donation was re-
ceived from the Prescott Chamber of Commerce for Joy members that sang Christmas carols downtown in December. December
services, including Christmas Eve services, were reviewed. The season of Lent was discussed and ideas for services shared. Special
music for Wednesday Lenten services was assigned. Discussion was held concerning offering communion each Sunday, at least at
one of the two services, beginning this summer.

Education Committee: Sunday School attendance is averaging 85 children per Sunday. We are grateful for our Sunday School staff!

Youth Committee: The end of December youth took a trip to Minneapolis to serve with Urban Immersion. January 24th there'll be
snow tubing at Afton Alps. January 31st will be a cross generational day at church with activities from 3:00 - 4:30 P.M. Everyone's
invited! February 26-28 will be a TEC weekend for high school students and February 27th, from 1-5 p.m. there'll be an opportunity
for our church to go to Feed My Starving Children to pack meals to be shipped to places where people are suffering. Super Bowl of
Caring will be held on Super Bowl Sunday, February 7th. This creates awareness and raises funds for local hunger relief.

JW/ELCA: World Day of Prayer will be held at Joy on Friday, March 6th with an 11:00 service followed by a luncheon. Joy will
host this ecumenical event which this year is written by the women of Cameroon. Plans will have to be made for hosting a woman
from our Companion Synod church in Malawi April 23-May 3.

Old Business: The annual meeting packet was once again reviewed. It will be ready for distribution at services on January 31st.
Council members were reminded of the Healthy Start meeting on February 9th. Both old and new Council members should attend.

New Business: Council approved the following as members of Joy's Endowment Committee: Dick Horken, leader, Neil Durhman,
Laurie Fetzner, Doug Keyport, and Mike Pepin. The Council approved an action to organize sensitive items needed for safe/secure-
keeping such as account numbers, passwords, and other secure information in a designated off-site facility.

Next Council meeting will be February 16 at 7 P.M.

My family and | extend to you our wishes of love in Christ Jesus. Some time ago, | told you that I will try to keep you
posted as to how things are going with my education here at Luther Seminary. | had the wonderful pleasure of meeting
you Pastor, Rev. Amy Eich and her new born.

Seminary Education

It is with deepest joy that | report to you that I successfully completed the approval process, both the approval by the
faculty as well as approval by my synod. On February 16, 2010, | will be receiving the information, assignment, that
tells me the region or state where | will be seeking a call in the Lutheran Church (ELCA). It could be any where in the
United States.

Let me say a little bit about the process of starting a seminary education. Usually, by the time you get to the seminary,
you have already entered a phase of this process called the ENTRANCE PROCESS. This is really a period of
DISCERNMENT as you prepare for a theological education. Remember the word Discernment. Your discernment for a
theological education and ministry of the church starts with your local congregation, your pastor, and your synod. For
most people, their preparation and discernment starts at the family level and their local congregation, long before the
seminary come into the picture. By the time someone requests an application for admission from the Seminary, their
Pastor as well as their Synod office had already provided for their reading pleasure some helpful materials that assists in
the discernment process. As soon as the Synod office of your congregation considers you a candidate for ministry
education at the Seminary level, you enter into the beginning phase of your education and preparation called the
ENTRANCE PROCESS.

During the Entrance phase of your discernment process, which now may include the process of applying to the seminary,
you get to write about yourself and talk to some professionals who access your abilities, skills, and preparation for minis-
try. There is a criminal investigation involved, both at the synod level as well as the seminary. Your pastor especially,
and maybe some members of the congregation, get to write recommendations on your behalf. To my knowledge, you
need at least a bachelors degree in some area of study (Psychology, Engineering, Religion, etc) as a prerequisite for a
seminary education. Once you have been admitted to a seminary (the Lutheran church has several seminaries around the
country), and within the first year, the Entrance process will usually come to a conclusion as a synod committee
"examines" the student about their commitment to ministry and education. The next process is called the
ENDORSEMENT PROCESS. This is geared towards a preparation for internship. The synod and the seminary

pretty much runs the show. | will talk more about this process next time.

| have to add that there are many young people fresh out of college, who choose to pursue a seminary education towards
one form of ministry or another. Also, Luther Seminary now has a vibrant Master's program in Children, Youth and
Family. Itisrun by Terri Elton, and let me tell you, she knows what she is doing. There are also many second career
people choosing to pursue a seminary education. There are also a lot of "beyond middle age" folks who are choosing to
pursue all kinds of ministry education as a way to serve in God's world, as well as for their own spiritual and theological
enrichment.

Malawi Companion Synod News: Earthquakes have devastated our Lutheran Brothers and Sisters in
Malawi. Details of the scale of the earthquakes that hit Karonga in December are now emerging. Between
December 6 and 20, 31 earthquakes hit the area with a magnitude range of 4.3 to 6.2. Fifty-two additional
smaller earthquakes were detected. On December 8, within a two hour span, Karonga was hit by nine earth-
quakes with a magnitude range of 5.1 to 6.2. Much of the damage and deaths occurred during this time span.
Three parishes of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in Malawi (ELCM) were severely affected, with least 22
churches badly damaged. Three Lutheran primary schools were damaged such that children are not able to
attend school during the current rainy season. The ELCM has sent a proposal to the NW Synod of Wisconsin
and Global Mission Disaster Response-ELCA for their immediate relief response. Long-term needs will be
church and school buildings. Immediate, short-term needs fall into the areas of food aid, shelter and sanitation
(including safe water), bednets for malaria protection, and medications. Your donations can help! Please send
your check to the Northwest Synod of Wisconsin, PO Box 107, Chetek, W1 54728 and indicate "Malawi
Disaster Relief." Thank you for supporting our companions in this time of need.

On Tuesday, January 12, a magnitude 7.0 earthquake rocked the island country of Haiti, primarily
impacting the capital, Port-au-Prince. Offices, hotels, houses and shops have collapsed. The presidential palace
is in ruins and many churches have been destroyed. Hospitals are overflowing and the search for survivors is
intense. The streets of Haiti are filled with people in shock and searching for loved ones among the rubble.
Your help is needed today to bring immediate relief and continued hope for our brothers and sisters in
Haiti. About 3 million lives, one-third of Haiti’s population, are affected by this earthquake. Already one of
the poorest countries in the world (70 percent of Haiti’s population lives in extreme poverty), this catastrophe
will exacerbate the suffering felt by many already living with hunger and poverty. ELCA Disaster Response is
already working through long-standing partnerships on the ground to provide emergency food, water, shelter
and medical supplies. Financial gifts are urgently needed.
