Here is a quick update on the Today’s Vision, Tomorrow’s Joy Program. A few pledges will continue
to trickle in and we will welcome pledges at any time, but we are now ending the official program.
We have received a great response!! Although we didn’t quite achieve our goal of 150 pledges, we
did increase the number of pledges by 25% over last year. Even better than that is the fact that we
increased the dollars pledged to the general fund by nearly $54,000!! On the Debt Reduction side,
we are behind our goal at about $200,000 versus our goal of $360,000. Unfortunately, this doesn’t
quite cover the mortgage nor leave any left to do the debt reduction we had hoped. As such, the

mortgage payments will need to come from general funds as well as any un-pledged donations.
We will need to trust God to provide us these funds will be there when we need them.
