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Highlights from Joy Lutheran Church Annual Meeting of February 7, 2010: 
 

� Seventy-four people were in attendance at the meeting. 
 
� Opening prayer and devotions were led by Pastor Amy Fondroy Eich. 
 
� President Grant Durhman presided at the meeting, thanking the large number of congregational volunteers for 

their service and work at Joy during the past year of transition in our church. 
 
� The 2009 Annual Meeeting minutes of January 25th and the minutes of the special congregational May 10th 

meeting to extend a call to Pastor Amy Fondroy Eich were approved. 
 
� Reports from Pastor Amy Fondroy Eich and Christy Canfield were given and people were encouraged to read 

the reports written by Chairs of the various church committees. 
 
� The 2009 Audit Team of Pat Erickson, Doug Keyport, Peter Kleinschmidt, and Sandy Satchell reported that 

they had completed an audit of the financial records of the church and that they appear to be in good order. 
 
� There was a long discussion concerning the 2009 and 2010 church budget with many views expressed. 
 
� There was a discussion around the Property and Grounds report, outlining long-term capital maintenance 

needs, including a need to begin planning and saving funds for replacement of such things as furnaces, carpet, 
drive-way, lighting updates, window and door updates, etc.  Three 40 year old furnaces will need to be re-
placed in 2010 

 
� The 2010 budget was approved. 
 
� 2009 Council members were introduced: Grant Durhman, Kariin Pepin, Mary Jonikas, Sue Hood, Craig Orf, 

Kim Regenhard, Jenny Wazlawik, Bill Satchell, Kathy Sommer and Emilie Horken.  Pastor Amy Fondroy 
Eich thanked the following Outgoing Church Council members for their services; Grant, Kim, Kathy, and 
Emilie.  Nominees for the Church Council introduced themselves. 

 
� In the Council election, Sue Hood and Lee Northouse were re-elected to a second 3-year term and Tom Peter-

son, Steve Kaufman, and Peter Kleinschmidt were  elected to their first term on the Council. 
 
� Marv and Marcia Lindseth and Tom Peterson volunteered to be delegates to the Northwest Wisconsin Synod 

Assembly to be held in Stevens Point May 21-22. 
 
� Deb Carlson and Georgia Freidel agreed to be delegates to the Luther Park Bible Camp meetings. 
 
� Kathy Benson and Deb Carlson agreed to join the outgoing Council members (Grant Durhman, Kim Regen-

hard, Kathy Sommer) to form the Nominating Committee for 2011. 
 
� Joe Rohl, Kathy Benson, Jim Wazlawik, and Doug Keyport agreed to be the 2010 Auditors. 
 
� The meeting was adjourned with people holding hands to say the Lord's Prayer.

Luther Park Bible Camp: August 1- 6, 2010 
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Come to World Day of Prayer on Friday, March 5th! 
On Friday, March 5th at 11:00 A.M., Joy Lutheran Church will host the annual ecumenical World Day of Prayer 
for the Prescott Area Churches Association.  The first organized World Day of Prayer (WDP) held nationally was in 
1920.  Now, hundreds of thousands of women (and men, youth, and children) from 180 countries around the world 
gather to worship on the first Friday of March.  Each year a different country serves as the source of the WDP worship 
service so Christian women around the world will focus on their areas of concern for women and children, the role of 
prayer in mission work, and the promotion of world peace through involvement in mission work worldwide. 
This year's service has been written by the women of Cameroon, Africa.  They have developed the theme, "Let Every-
thing That Has Breath Praise God."  The people of Cameroon invite us to "Africa in miniature," a country in which 
climate and culture are rich with diversity, and where people are bound together by a love for music, family, and faith.  
Cameroon's planning committee includes women from many Christian denominations, including Presbyterian, Baptist, 
Lutheran, Roman Catholic, and United Methodist.  The worship service emphasizes the importance that the people of 
Cameroon place on music and celebration in their praise to God.  The offering will go to concerns expressed by the 
women of Cameroon, including education, equality, and human trafficking. 
 

� This year there will be a children's message by Pastor Amy so we invite children to come to this service also.  In 
addition, Nursery supervision will be provided for young children so that parents can attend this special service. 

� Lunch, with food items made from Cameroon recipes, will be served by our women.  Anyone who can help with 
the lunch is invited to call Marcia Lindseth at 262-3498 or the church office.

The NW Synod of Wisconsin Bi-annual Synodical Convention:  April 30-May 1 
Plan NOW to attend the bi-annual Synodical Women's Convention at the Plaza Hotel in Eau Claire Friday evening, 
April 30 and Saturday, May 1st.  The theme this year is "I Am The Vine; You are the Branches."  John 15:5  God is 
truly our vine.  Our WELCA branches are in Malawi, Brazil, Uganda, Namibia, Haiti, USA, NW Wisconsin, etc.;  
Come and hear about the branches.  Sixteen women from Malawi will be present at our convention, including the 
Chairlady of the Malawi Lutheran Churchwomen's Organization, Mabel Madinga.  Inez Torres Davis, Director for Jus-
tice on our W/ELCA Churchwide staff will present two workshops: Sacred Spaces and Racism-It's Just Not Skin 
Color.  Our NW Wisconsin Synod Bishop, Bishop Duane Pederson, and Malawi's Bishop Bvumbwe will also be pre-
sent to speak and bring greetings.   A special worship service with a mimed Holy Communion will be held.  Business 
sessions will be held on Friday evening where resolutions may be brought before the voting delegates. Christian ex-
hibitors will be on hand for your information.  There will be times for hospitality and fellowship.  There will be an in-
gathering of mission kits for Lutheran World Relief and Global Health Ministries.  A convention offering will be taken 
with 1/2 of the offering going to Churchwide WELCA, 1/6 to Malawi Literacy, 1/6 to the Synod Resource Center, and 
1/6 to the Fund for Leaders which helps Seminarians with their education.   
Let's get a carload of women (or a couple carloads of women) to attend this inspiring convention with opportunities for 
learning, fellowship, and worship!  
� Cost is Lodging plus a $30 registration fee (if registered by March 30), $35 (if registered by April 20) or $40 (if 

registered by May 1).  
� Consider applying for a scholarship.  Three $50 scholarships will be awarded per Conference.  One of the 3 is for a 

1st time Convention attendee.  Application deadline is March 15.

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Joy Lutheran Church is a member of the Prescott Area Churches Association (PACA) which meets regularly throughout 
the year to plan ecumenical events and discuss matters of concern to all the churches in the Prescott area.  Our church is 
represented at the PACA meetings by Deanna Roen and Pastor Amy.  The PACA met on February 9th at Joy Lutheran 
Church and following are the highlights of that meeting: 
 

• Representatives from St. John's U.C.C., Prescott U.C.C., St. Joseph's Catholic Church, Joy Lutheran Church, and the Prescott 
Food Panty were in attendance. 

 

• World Day of Prayer was discussed.  It will be held at Joy Lutheran at 11:00 A.M. on Friday, March 5th with a program and 
lunch.  Women, men, and children from all the churches are encouraged to attend this ecumenical day of prayer. 

 

• Emergency Services for people in need were discussed.  It was voted upon to allow each pastor from each church to be able to 
respond to the emergency service through vouchers for meals at Ptacek’s Deli. 

 

• PACA is working on the issue of non-profit status. 
 

• Fred Benson reported on Food Pantry use.  From October 1, 2008 to September 2009, 531 households were served and almost 
42,000 pounds of food was distributed.  In the last three months of 2009, between 46 and 60 households were served at the Food 
Pantry each month. 

 

• PACA voted to buy items for distribution to elementary students during ‘National School Breakfast Week’ to be held March 8-12.

Malawi Companion Synod News:   
Earthquakes have devastated our Lutheran Brothers and Sisters in Malawi.  

Between December 6 and 20, 31 earthquakes hit the Karonga, Malawi area with a magnitude 
range of 4.3 to 6.2. Fifty-two additional smaller earthquakes were detected. On December 8, 
within a two hour span, Karonga was hit by nine earthquakes with a magnitude range of 5.1 to 
6.2. Much of the damage and deaths occurred during this time span. Three parishes of the Evan-
gelical Lutheran Church in Malawi (ELCM) were severely affected, with least 22 churches 
badly damaged. Three Lutheran primary schools were damaged such that children are not able 
to attend school during the current rainy season. The ELCM has sent a proposal to the NW 
Synod of Wisconsin and Global Mission Disaster Response-ELCA for their immediate relief 
response. Long-term needs will be church and school buildings. Immediate, short-term needs 
fall into the areas of food aid, shelter and sanitation (including safe water), bednets for malaria 
protection, and medications. Your donations can help! Please send your check to the Northwest 
Synod of Wisconsin, PO Box 107, Chetek, WI 54728 and indicate "Malawi Disaster Relief."
